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Capital Area Greenbelt Bike Ride 
Harrisburg, PA  

There were ten BSCôers and friends who joined Chris Rose to bike 25 miles around Pennsylvania's capital 
city, Harrisburg, on Saturday, July 11, 2009. 
 
We started at the trailhead of the  Visiting Nurse Association of Central PA on Derry Street to begin our 
tour of the Capital Area Greenbelt, which is a linear park and recreational trail connecting and passing 
through Paxtang Parkway, Paxtang Park, Reservoir Park, Harrisburg Area Community College, Wildwood 
Lake and Cameron Parkway. We also toured the Pennsylvania State Capital Building, voted the most 
beautiful in the country, and ñHarrisburgôs City Islandñ.   We were treated to watching over 100 rigs mass 
pumping along the Susquehanna River at the ñPennsylvania Pump Primers 34th Annual Musterò at beauti-
ful Riverfront Park.  We rode through the shady park and saw more than 50 rigs showing apparatus from 
all over Pennsylvania, Maryland, Virginia and Connecticut. 
 
At end of ride, Chris had fresh fruit and beverages for us before we all went to 
dine at Dockside Willies Waterfront Restaurant on the Susquehanna River.  Par-
ticipants in the bike ride were:  Art Roerink, Bob Jones, Hope Harris, Daryl & 
Cindy Hancock, Mark Chapman, LuAnn Snyder & Jeff Elligson, Fearless Phil 
Ansell, and leader Chris Rose. 
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STILL MORE HELMET USE -- WORLDWIDE 
Helmet usage among skiers and riders in the U.S. rose 12 percent to 48 percent of all skiers according a 
recent study.  Other data includes:  77 percent of children 9 and under, 66 percent of kids between 10 and 
14, and 63 percent of adults over 65 all wear helmets.  In comparison, only 25 percent of skiers and snow-
boarders wore helmets in the 2002/03 season.  The annual demographic study is compiled from more 
than 130,000 interviews of skiers and riders nationwide.  Helmet usage by skiers and boarders aged 18 to 
24 is currently 32 percent -- representing a 78 percent increase in usage for this age group since the 
2002/03 season, when only 18 percent wore helmets.  Ski helmet sales (adults and kids) have increased 
43 percent over the past two years.  Sales of adult ski helmets also increased 50 percent according to the 
SnowSports Industries of America (SIA) annual Retail Audit. 
 
The Argentinian ski resort of Las Lenas is the latest to make safety helmet wearing compulsory for chil-
dren under 12 years of age.  They purchased 600 new helmets this year for their rental program. 
 
MORE INTERNATIONAL FLIGHTS TO SLC, UTAH 
Delta Airlines has announced that it is offering a non-stop flight from Salt Lake City to Tokyo.  The non-
stop international flight is the second for Delta in Salt Lake City, which also flies to Paris. 
 
UTAHôS LIQUOR LAWS LOOSEN UP 
Beginning July 1, 2009, the Utah law takes effect to no longer require clubs and bars to charge patrons a 
"membership" fee upon entering a drinking establishment.  That's something to celebrate at Utah's ski 
venues.  "The only thing dry about Ogden is our powder" 
 
SUN VALLEY WILL HAVE A NEW GONDOLA 
Sun Valley will unveil a new gondola next winter.  The new Gondola on the River Run side of Bald Moun-
tain will carry passengers from the base of River Run to the Roundhouse mid-way up the mountain.  It is 
part of the first phase of a 50-Year Master Plan for the resort.  More new runs, snowmaking, three new 
quad chairlifts and another new gondola are planned for phase two. 
 
MAGIC MOUNTAIN SELLS SHARES TO SKIERS 
Magic Mountain is selling shares of the mountain, to the resort's customers -- taking a lesson from Mad 
River Glen as a way to fund resort upgrades.  The resort is establishing an LLC and issuing 1,000 shares 
priced at $3,000 per share.  The new shareholders will own 60 percent of the mountain and also get sea-
son pass discounts, reduced ticket prices, and voting rights in operational decisions with their equity posi-
tion.  They hope that the offering will raise $3 million over the next few years and fund upgrades of its 
snowmaking, lifts, grooming equipment and the main lodge. 
 
INDIA TO BUILD WORLDôS HIGHEST CHAIRLIFT 
A new $2 million chairlift at Gulmarg in Indiaôs Kashmir region seems likely to be the worldôs highest lift 
when it opens.  Gulmarg currently operates the worldôs third highest gondola lift, behind two lifts in China, 
and the worldôs second highest ski area, behind the small facility on Jade Dragon Snow Mountain in 
China, following the demise of the former highest ski area in Bolivia which has closed due to climate 
change.  However Gulmarg can claim to be the highest óproperô ski resort in the world with runs up to 3 
miles long.  Currently the worldôs highest chairlift is in Breckenridge, Colorado, and reaches 12,840 feet. 
 
MONT TREMBLANT OPENS CASINO 
Quebecôs Mont Tremblant has opened a new casino with 400 slot machines and 25 gaming tables, in-
cluding 5 Texas Hold'em poker tables.
