Member Profile:  Charlie Saunders 

Charles (Charlie) Saunders was born in Traverse City, Michigan.  His 
family moved to Cadillac then Dearborn where he spent his formative 
years in the shadows of the Ford Motor Companyôs Rouge Plant smoke 
stacks.  Dearbornôs South End remained home as he moved through the 
Dearborn Public School System to graduate from Fordson High School.  
After high school he obtained a BA degree from Eastern University in St. 
Davidôs, PA and a MA degree from Marshall University, Huntington, WV. 

Charlieôs began working at age 13 as both a milkmanôs helper and a 
newspaper delivery boy.  Professional work career highlights included 18 
months traveling the US with the National Center for Health Statistics 
administering selected psychological, intelligence and education tests to 
a national sample of children.  Another special period was at Union Me-
morial Hospital as administrator of the construction project, acting as a 
liaison with the hospitalôs staff, which resulted in that institutionôs north 
building expansion.  The last 24 years of his career were spent with the 
Maryland Health and Higher Educational Facilities Authority, where he 
structured public and private financing for institutions and monitored the 
building and expansion projects financed by those transactions.  

One of Charlieôs greatest pleasures has been collecting and enjoying his extensive jazz recordings and books.  He dis-
covered jazz in the post rock-and-roll years and it remains a music form he enjoys to this day. His library collection of 
recordings on jazz represents a lifelong pursuit of great listening.   Since retirement he found a way to share his love 
and extensive knowledge of jazz by teaching courses at Towson University, in its Osher Lifelong Learning Institute 
(OLLI).  Through OLLI he teaches both formal courses and leads listening sessions featuring the music, from its begin-
nings to the current era. 

Two of Charlieôs interesting side interests have included acting in many plays around the Baltimore area, including a 
leading role in the Mornington Players production ñMousetrapò in Dundalk.  He also took up flying in the mid 1970s, and 
enjoys each opportunity to use his license to fly. Charlie also finds time for reading, biking, traveling and skiing. 

Charlieôs love of skiing was born, not in Michigan, but in Baltimore Christmas day 1985.  That one day at Roundtop led 
to a few more trips that winter, including a trip to Killington, and soon thereafter to his involvement with the Baltimore Ski 
Club. A day trip with BSC in 1989 has been followed by over 20 trips where he has been trip leader or assistant trip 
leader to resorts in the east, west, Canada and Europe.  In addition Charlie has served as both member and Chairper-
son of the Eastern Trips Committee and the Euro-Western Trips Committee.  He has held the elected positions of Re-
cording Secretary and Blue Ridge Ski Council Representative.  If you asked what he most enjoyed, he would say it was 
all good, and that he counts himself lucky and fortunate to have had the opportunity to see so much of the world skiing 
while traveling with so many nice people who have become friends. Get him started and you will find his memory filled 
with many rich events he has shared with others over the years.
